P1 – Location and Physical Characteristics 

Location:

· ​​​_____________________: A particular place or position 


· For us, this means the geographic position of our country (ie where in the world, next to which countries etc).

· _____________________: area of the world a country is located.

· Ex:  most of our countries are in region of Oceania, which is in the Pacific Ocean and considered part of the continent of Australia.

· ______________________________:  the countries that “border” or are closest to your country.

· For Oceania this is more difficult than for example Germany that has many countries that geographically touch Germany, but your country in Oceania will have some neighbor islands.

Physical Characteristics:

· _________________________________: the geographic formation type.

· Oceania has 3 major island types: continental, volcanic, and coral

· ________________________________________ (the most common type) is simply a bump in the continental shelf that rises above the water.

· ______________________________ (aka oceanic island), on the other hand, rises all the way up from oceanic crust. A volcanic island forms when liquid rock spurts up from the mantle and hardens; in other words, a volcanic island is the tip of a volcano.

· _______________________________ is formed by a coral reef that grows in shallow water. A coral island does not result from coral growing up above the surface of the water (where it would die), but rather from the accumulation of rocky debris upon the reef (which is often stirred up by storms) or by an upward shift in the earth’s crust directly below the reef.
· __________________________________:  weather conditions in an area over a long period of time or just in general. 
· ____________________________:  annual (yearly) amount of rainfall.

· _____________________________:  annual or season average temperatures.

· _____________________:  how your area experiences summer, winter, spring and fall (precipitation and temperature may be affected by seasons).

· __________________________:  Materials or substances such as minerals, forests, water, and fertile land that occur in nature and can be used for economic gain.

· _______________________________________ is a really great resource under the country’s “Geography” section.
· _________________________________: features that make up the geographic (earth’s) surface in your country

· ______________________________________: people of the same race or nationality who share a distinctive culture.

· This usually means race, but can also be religion or certain cultural customs and practices
· ____________________________: the belief in and worship of a superhuman controlling power, esp. a personal God or gods whether in an organization or individually

· Usually a country has many different religions that are practiced by its citizens
· __________________________________: language currently spoken, or most often spoken, by the individual in his or her present home

· Countries usually have a ____________________ or ________________________ language (sometimes MORE than ONE!) and then several other languages that are spoken by other groups or people less commonly 
· ____________________________________: number of years that one is expected to live as determined by statistics

· Different countries have different life expectancies for its citizens

· Many factors affect Life Expectancy such as:

· High infant mortality rate (# of babies that die each year)

· Wealth of Country

· Diet and Lifestyle habits of Citizens

· Access to Health Care

· Sanitation and environmental conditions, etc

· ____________________________: the number of people that are literate (able to read and write in their primary language) in an area. 

· Literacy Rate is usually displayed as a percentage.

Economy:
· __________________________________________________: refers to farming (plants) or husbandry (animals) done in your country to feed the population or to export (sell to other countries) these goods for money

· Major agricultural products can be broadly grouped into:

· Foods (ex: meat, grain), 

· Fibers (ex: cotton, wool) 

· Fuels (ex:  energy, fire) 

· Raw materials (ex:  logs, or anything left “unprocessed” (used or changed into something – like cotton made into a shirt would NOT be a raw material)
· _____________________________:  particular form or branch of economic or commercial activity in your country

· Examples:

· goods that are produced in factories to be used for the country’s citizens or exported (sold to other countries) for money such as “tuna processing” (catching, preserving and canning)

· Commercial activities such as the “tourist industry”

· Pick the big industries that your country is known for
· _____________________________:  commodities (goods or services) sold to a foreign country for the country’s income

· Usually a country will export industry products when they have or make more than they need so they can makes some additional money

· Some countries make A LOT of money through export
· ______________________________: to bring in (merchandise, commodities, workers, etc.) from a foreign country for use, sale, processing, re-export, or services that the country needs

· Often countries need many things that they cannot produce in their own country or it is simply cheaper to import than to try to produce on their own

· For example, most countries cannot produce their own oil for energy and gasoline so they import it

· However, other countries could try to grow cotton to make their own clothes, but sometimes that land is needed for other things or it is just much cheaper to import than trying to produce it
