Editorial Cartoon Techniques:

Symbolism:
Using objects or symbols to stand for ideas or concepts.

Labeling:
Labels are used to make clear what objects stand for.

Caricature:
Exaggerating or distorting a character’s features.

Exaggeration:
Distorting an object in shape or appearance.

Analogy:
A comparison between two unlike things.

Irony:

The difference between the way things are and the way they should be

Stereotyping:
Generalizing about an entire group by a single characteristic that may be insulting and untrue.
